Agreement
on the organization of the student (and graduate) exchange between
URAL FEDERAL UNIVERSITY, NAMED AFTER THE FIRST PRESIDENT OF RUSSIA
B.N.YELTSIN (Ekaterinburg, Russia)
and

EOTVOS LORAND UNIVERSITY
(Budapest, Hungary)

Ural Federal University, named after the first President of Russia B.N.Yeltsin (seat: 620002,
Ekaterinburg, Mira street, 19, Russia, represented by Dr. Viktor Koksharov Rector, hereinafter
referred to as UrFU) and Eo6tvos Lorand University (seat: 1053 Budapest, Egyetem tér 1-3,
Hungary, represented by Dr. Barna Mezey Rector, responsible department for exercising the rights
and fulfilling the obligations of E6tvds Lorand University: NKMO (Rektor’s Office) with its offices
at 1053 Budapest, Egyetem tér 1-3, hereinafter referred to as ELTE), concluded the following

Agreement on the organization of student exchange.
ARTICLE 1. OBJECTIVE OF THE PROGRAM

Student exchange: sending and receiving UrFU and ELTE students for training on a reimbursable

basis.

ARTICLE 2. OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

The Parties determine that the costs and expenses of the Program are incurred by UrFU and ELTE,
as also the participating students themselves. The parties shall select 10-12 students and / or
graduate students for training at the Partner University for one semester. The number of exchange
students / graduate students from UrFU and ELTE should be equal. If the numbers of students /
graduate students from the UrFU and ELTE in the current year do not match, the deficiency shall be
compensated for in subsequent academic years. The precise number of participants, the terms and
the curricula should be specified in the Supplementary Agreement to the present one, for each

academic year in particular.

2.1. Ural Federal University shall be obligated to:

2.1.1. Appoint a coordinator for the exchange program from the Russian side.
2.1.2. Pay the costs of formal invitation and registration of ELTE students.
2.1.3. Meet students at the airport or at the railway station at their first visit.

2.1.4. Provide ELTE students with accommodation in double and triple rooms for foreign students,



regularly give them bedding, and help students to adapt to the life in Russia.
2.1.5. Process all the necessary documents for ELTE students to certify them as foreign students in
UrFU free of charge, issue the student card of UrFU to each of them.

2.1.6. Give them academic transcript of a standard form upon completion of studies.

2.2. Eotvis Lorand University shall be obligated to:

2.2.1. Appoint a coordinator for the exchange program from the Hungarian side.

2.2.2. Pay the costs of formal invitation and registration of ELTE students.

2.2.3. Meet students at the airport or at the railway station at their first visit.

2.2.4. Provide UrFU students with accommodation in double and triple rooms for foreign students,
regularly give them bedding, and help students to adapt to the life in Hungary.

2.2.5. Process all the necessary documents for UrFU students to certify them as foreign students in
ELTE free of charge, issue the student card of ELTE to each of them.

2.2.6. Give them certificate or academic transcript of a standard form upon completion of studies.
ARTICLE 3. LANGUAGES OF STUDY

3.1. Exchange students from UrFU shall attend their courses at ELTE in English. UrFU shall
provide the enrollees to pass a language exam in English before their studies at ELTE, and ensure
that their language skills are sufficient for successful completion of the courses in English. ELTE
has the right to test the exchange students on their level of English, and in the case of getting
unsatisfactory results: ELTE shall be entitled to refuse such student and not to carry further
obligations thereunder with their respect. Refusal of students shall be justified in writing, with the
test results attached.

3.2. Exchange students from ELTE shall attend their courses in UrFU in English and Russian. ELTE
shall provide the enrollees to pass a language exam in English and Russian before their studies at
UrFU, and ensure the students' language skills are sufficient for the successful attendance of
lectures in English and Russian. UrFU has the right to test the exchange students on their level of
English and Russian, and in the case of getting unsatisfactory results: UrFU shall be entitled to
refuse such student and not to carry further obligations thereunder with their respect. Refusal of

students shall be justified in writing, with the test results attached.

3.3. UrFU and ELTE undertake to guarantee the appropriate level of teaching in the English and in

the Russian language correspondingly.



ARTICLE 4. OTHER PROVISIONS

4.1. Students participating in the program from both universities assume the costs associated with
accommodation, visa, travel to the place of study and back, health insurance, meals and other items
of expenditure, not specified in this agreement.

4.2. Agreement may be amended by mutual consent of the parties. This agreement shall enter into
force upon signature by the last of the parties and shall be valid for five years. This Agreement may
be extended upon the mutual agreement of both parties. The contract may be terminated earlier at
the request of either party, in writing, two months before the proposed termination of the agreement.
